Presentations, Discussions, Reports and Updates:
“Steps of Paul”: Todd Allen

Todd presented a proposal for a fund raiser to the committee based on a percentage “kickback” for cruises taken through his travel agency. Capital Campaign: Jim Fellers, Ken Hilton 
Pledges for this  campaign will be coming in over the next few weeks. Pledging formally begins May 20, 2007.  A meeting will be held June 6th, to review pledged amount, and get a feeling of where the church stands   regarding the amount of money the church will have. Jim suggested that we could use some time at the Church Council meeting to identify projects. We also will be looking for a “Capital Projects” taskforce team of about 3-5 individuals. This team will be decided at the Council meeting on June 11th. Ken Hilton will be Coordinator. Jim Fellers also suggested             $23K in funds from the Frank Mariner account be named    reserve fund for vision/ministries programs. The committee opted to table this decision to see what amount of money is pledged    for the Capital Campaign, before  making a decision.   
Ken handed out a treasurer’s report for January through April 2007. A full copy of the report will be attached with these minutes.
