F rom the start of my life in ordained ministry, Sunday mornings begin
quite early as I usually arrive at the office just after 6 a.m. I love the

opportunity to quietly prepare for the morning of worship even if it means

starting the first cup of coffee when the whole world seems to be

sleeping.

As we move toward the summer solstice, my walk from the car at the far
end of the Monroe Street parking lot to the front door of the church is no
longer in the dark because sunrise is much earlier. Since this is my last
newsletter at CFUMC, I have begun thinking of all the sunsets and
sunrises, the endings and new beginnings of life.

As we get closer to the end of the month, you and I are in the sunset of
our relationship as pastor and congregation. Before long, the sun will rise

Last week I was in Nashville for five days at the Festival of Homiletics. It
was an amazing experience with many preachers inspiring many. I finally
pulled out of my own head after a bit to realize that there were hundreds
of preachers soaking in God’s word and taking a moment to feed them in
order to feed their communities. In addition, we were talking with one
another and great ideas took place. In one small instance, a colleague and
I were talking about an Annual Conference worship service and we both
added ideas to the other’s worship experience. This could not happen in
solitary existence. We feed off of each other, discover God in the
presence of each other and learn to speak God’s word only in community.

Before I left for Nashville I felt exceedingly blessed to be in worship the
Sunday before. We celebrated Peace and Justice in a worship service that
felt filled with God’s presence. This could only be accomplished by the
music added, the words given by Lynn and other witnesses, and the spirit
moving throughout. I was anxious to get back to this community.

And then we confirmed a couple of youth just a week later. We celebrated
the wind of the Spirit moving and the world on fire with new life. How
appropriate that we would also welcome new members into our midst!
Our community brings in new life in confirming, welcoming and
baptizing people. We proclaim that we believe in God working in people
and we promise to be around for that. We also promise to keep up our
own covenants.

As worship continued, we had the privilege of hearing the kiddos sing
loudly and wonderfully. We had so many kids in worship on Sunday!!!
What a blessing! This is not only the future of our church but our church
of right now. This is another subset of our community that is thriving and
delighting in God and each other. They hold us in compassion and
accountability for sure!

In all of this, I am realizing that my time in Corvallis is becoming shorter
and shorter. [ want to thank you for a wonderful time in this particular
community of Christ. [ have witnessed death and birth. I witnessed easy
and sweet spots as well as conflict ridden and hard places...all where God
is present. I thank God for this community and what God will be doing in
the future. I will be hearing great things, I am sure. Bless you!

The Trustees have approved a subcommittee to work on columbarium
planning, and this committee will present an update report at the Trustees’
meeting on June 7 and another report at the Church Council later in June.
The committee is chaired by Julie Willis, who did much of the earlier
research. Other members are Joan Cook, Ellen Ford (representing
Trustees), Barbara Potter (representing Memorials), and Betty Lawrence.
Although the planning is still in initial stages, any committee members
will be happy to discuss the topic with you and listen to ideas.

Community Outreach Special Offering

On Sunday, June 20, our church will collect a special offering to support
Community Outreach, Inc. (COI), the mid-valley’s largest and most
comprehensive social service organization. COI offers shelter for
homeless men, women, and families with children, free dental and
medical clinics (including mental health counseling), alcohol and drug
treatment, therapeutic child care, and much more. Last year alone, COI
provided over 7700 nights of housing to 150 homeless men, 4000 nights
of housing to 82 homeless women, and 2200 nights of housing for 44
homeless families. There were over 3000 visits to our medical clinics for
the uninsured, many of whom would otherwise have had to go to an
Emergency Room for assistance. This is truly doing God’s work in our
community and our church has played an important role in assisting in this
work. Please be generous on June 20.
