Wilder or bust!  

A s many of you know, I have just returned from a fantastic experience 

with none other than a fabulous group of middle school kiddos. Nine 

of us got on the Albany UMC bus (special thanks to Albany Methodist) 

and buckled in for a long but fantastic ride over to see our brothers and 

sisters in Wilder, ID. 

So here are the most common questionsé 

Where is Wilder? 

Wilder is about 20 miles east of Ontario, OR. Basically, we drove up to 

Portland, over on 84 and kept going until we got to 95 South and drove on 

that for about 16 miles until we rolled into Wilder. 

How big is Wilder and who lives there? 

Wilder is a town of about 1400 people. My friend Jorge started a new 

faith community in Wilder which gave me the idea to check it out. The 

town is 90 percent Hispanic. The community is dealing with racial 

tensions, farmland vs. farmworker in some instances, rural and immigrant 

poverty and how to be in community with one another. We worked with 

two congregations in this trip but both are housed in the United Methodist 

church located in Wilder. 

What did you do in Wilder? 

We travelled all day on Thursday and arrived just in time to make a 

delicious dinner. We then got the tour of the church and the town. We 

stayed in peopleôs homes while we were in Wilder. What hospitality! 

There were houses from both congregations willing to house our people. 

Friday we got up bright and early to distribute food from a central 

location. The Idaho Foodbank delivers food once a month in an 

affordable housing subdivision. The kids were awesome in making food 

boxes and getting to know people. 

Friday afternoon and Saturday were full of painting. We painted two 

rooms and part of the outside of the church, mainly around rundown 

window frames and metal rails. 

Sunday we worshipped with both congregations, sang our hearts out, 

learned about all sorts of worship and then loaded the bus again to travel 

home. 

Did you have a good time? 

We had a fabulous time! We laughed, sung, worshipped together, danced 

together, and worked hard. We also know how to relax well and get to 

know those around us. Some of us learned about different types of 

farming and all of us learned more about service as well as ourselves. 

Thank you for your support! We hope to present our trip soon so keep 

your ears alert for a time!
